The purpose of the seminar is to study and analyze from a historical point of view the
objectives, the research aims and the methods of Classical Scholoraship and to interpret
them both in terms of the emergence of this scientific field and in terms of its evolution.
Starting from the formation and foundation of philology as a separate discipline during
Antiquity and from the study of the conditions for its autonomy from related, often
competing areas, the course of science up to the present time will be examined on the
basis of the following thematic axes: the periods, the various schools that were formed
and their key representatives with a parallel focus on the methodological, ideological
and cultural orientation and targeting. The seminar aims at highlighting the
epistemological continuities and discontinuities as well as the perspectives of a central
branch of letters and humanistic studies, which claims the characterization of classic
for its self-definition.

Philosophical texts of the Greco-Roman antiquity

In the context of this course, students will have the opportunity to study selections from
philosophical texts of the Greco-Roman world (e.g., Presocratics, Sophists, Plato,
Avristotle, Stoics, Epicureans, Sceptics, Lucretius, Cicero, Seneca, Epictetus, Marcus
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Aurelius, Neoplatonists, Neopythagoreans, Boethius, Augustine). The aim of the course
is to familiarize students with some basic questions posed by these texts (e.g. God,
virtue, happiness, love, friendship, knowledge, language, nature of things, end of the
world), which fall within the various branches of philosophical thought (ethics, physics,
metaphysics, gnoseology, epistemology, politics, logic). In this way, they will examine
philosophical ideas in their evolution, compare them with similar ideas from other
ancient civilizations (e.g. China) and understand how these ideas can be useful to the
modern way of life and its problems.

Public and private life in ancient Greece and Rome

The seminar focuses on aspects of everyday life in the ancient world (Greece, Rome,
Eastern Mediterranean) in the light of all kinds of Greek and Latin literary and non
literary sources (literary texts, papyri, ostraca, inscriptions, tablets, etc.). Through the
selection and study of various aspects of daily life in the public and private spheres, the
seminar aims to acquaint students with a variety of topics related to daily life and family
relationships in the ancient world. The institution of the family is thoroughly analyzed,
with the focus on marriage and childbearing, the hierarchical relationships between
members and the role of women both in the household and the Greco-Roman society.
At the same time, aspects of the everyday life in the public sphere are also examined,
including religious worship, education, social life and work. By the end of the seminar,
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students will have examined key aspects of everyday life in the ancient world and the
evolution of concepts, ideas and institutions from archaic times to late antiquity.

Religion, worship, and magic in the Greco-Roman world

The relationship of the people of the ancient world with the metaphysical is located in
two seemingly opposing areas. One area concerns the treatment of the religion of the
Olympian gods and their demigod descendants, the heroes of mythology. The other area
concerns their attraction to alternative forms and expressions of faith. These
expressions, which include mystery cults (such as the Eleusinian Mysteries) and magic,
are equally well known and widespread. The mysteries promised initiates exclusive
knowledge and sacred wisdom, including knowledge of the afterlife. Magic, which was
common in Greek and Roman daily life, led to familiarity with metaphysical practices
through which men and women believed they could influence the natural order of the
world and persuade or coerce other people, or even the gods, to do their bidding. By
examining in depth both mystery cults and magic, and their convergence in several
cases, it will become clear that neither mysteries nor magical practices were in their
essence marginal. On the contrary, they were an essential part of the social and cultural
experience of individuals and communities in the Greco-Roman world of antiquity.

Emotions in the ancient world

The object of study in this seminar is the emotional world of the ancients, as it is attested
in classical literature. In particular, students are asked to locate and analyze how the
full range of emotions (e.g. love, hate, anger, fear, envy, resentment, gratitude, pity) are
linguistically encoded in a variety of text genres, both literary and non-literary, of the
ancient Greek and Latin literature that dates from the Homeric era to the end of antiquity
(e.g. epos, lyric poetry, tragedy, historiography, ancient Greek novels, papyrological
sources such as private papyrus letters and petitions to the authorities). In addition, a
focus will be placed on the linguistic strategies used by the ancient authors in their
attempt to arouse emotions in readers. Furthermore, the students focus on ancient texts
that deal with emotions (e.g. ITepi Pnropixijc by Aristotle, ITepi dopynoiag by Plutarch,
De Ira by Seneca), as well as the personification of emotions in mythology. Finally,
some attention may be given to archaeological finds. The students will explore how
factors such as gender, as well as the broader social, economic and cultural context
affect the expression of emotions.

Aspects of the Greco-Roman world through ancient forms of writing

The seminar studies various aspects of the Greco-Roman world in the light of ancient
material which preserves Greek and Latin texts, both literary and non-literary, such as
inscriptions, early parchments, papyri, ostraca, wooden tablets, etc. Focus is placed on
specific aspects of the Greco-Roman society that are not widely known, such as sports,
private and public life, religiosity, acts of violence in everyday life, relations between
slaves and freemen, ideologies, mentality, relations between the citizen and the state,
etc. Among others, the seminar aims at the comparative analysis of various primary
sources coming from different parts of the Greco-Roman world. By the end of the
seminar, students will have come into contact both with texts that have not survived in
the medieval manuscript tradition, and with the principles and methods of lesser-known
scientific disciplines dealing with texts preserved in original ancient sources , such as

epigraphy, papyrology, etc.

The Education in Antiquity

The seminar focuses on the education system in the Roman era and in particular on the
impact of the Greek curricula (Spartan, Athenian), on the levels of education, on the
issue of bilingualism (Latin and Greek), on the status and duties of the teacher, on the
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biographies of ancient grammarians (cf. Suetonius, De grammaticis), the pedagogic
theories of ancient thinkers (Plato, Chrysippus, Cicero, Quintilian), the meaning of the
enkyklios paideia (‘general education’) and the teaching methods, the education of
girls, the exercises in the rhetorical schools (pwvackia, suasoria and controversia), the
realignment of grammar and rhetoric, the connection of grammar with other arts (e.g.
music), the places of teaching (East and West). An additional topic is the revival of
research interest in Quintilian’s child-centered education in the early 21st century, in
the context of a new humanistic philosophy of education.

The world of Late Antiquity

This course focuses on the reception of key works from the ancient Greek classical
tradition during the multi-faceted and most interesting period described as 'Late
Antiquity’. The following three characteristic aspects of late antique Greek literature
are studied in particular: (a) the engagement of Christian authors with the classical
tradition; (b) the rise of rhetoric and its place in education in Late Antiquity; and (c) the
rise of mythological poetry and the beginnings of Christian poetry.

The art of persuasion and speech in the ancient world

The subject of the seminar is the study of the fundamental rhetorical theories of the
Greco-Roman world, as they were reflected in the texts of the great rhetorical teachers
and technographers of antiquity. Participants will follow and discuss the evolution of
aspects of the rhetorical theory within its historical and cultural contexts, and will study
the role of rhetoric in education and in public life in the various periods of Greek and
Roman antiquity.

Everyday life in ancient world

The seminar focuses on aspects of everyday life in the ancient world (Greece, Rome,
Eastern Mediterranean) in the light of all kinds of Greek and Latin literary and non
literary sources (literary texts, papyri, ostraca, inscriptions, tablets, etc.). Through the
selection and study of various aspects of daily life in the public and private spheres, the
seminar aims to acquaint students with a variety of topics related to daily life and family
relationships in the ancient world. The institution of the family is thoroughly analyzed,
with the focus on marriage and childbearing, the hierarchical relationships between
members and the role of women both in the household and the Greco-Roman society.
At the same time, aspects of the everyday life in the public sphere are also examined,
including religious worship, education, social life and work. By the end of the seminar,
students will have examined key aspects of everyday life in the ancient world and the
evolution of concepts, ideas and institutions from archaic times to late antiquity.

Reception of the Ancient World
In the Seminar we will examine the contribution of classical antiquity —Greek and
Roman— to the formation of the West from the Renaissance to the modern era. In
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parallel, a history of classical studies and the reception of the ancient world in
Modernity will be sketched. The West recognizing the roots of its own values in the
classical past indulged in an intense study of the Ancients. On the other hand, each era
and each country of the West received this heritage by adapting it to its needs and
ideological priorities.

The most important related topics are the following: Spread of the Greek language in
the West, first editions of ancient authors, discovery of new manuscripts — The
"Quarelle of the Ancients and the Moderns” — The role of Germany from Winkelmann
to the rise of National Socialism: Neoclassicism, "The tyranny of ancient Greece over
Germany", Humboldt’s educational ideal, the historicist school of Wilamowitz,
Nietzsche's perspective, Altertumswissenschaft in the Weimar Republic, the flight of
classical scholars from Nazi Germany — The reception of antiquity in the Anglo-Saxon
world — New trends in classical studies after the Second World War: The
Anthropological School of Paris ("The Greeks without a miracle™), deconstruction and
post-colonialism, "Black Athena".

Fictitious Narratives from Greco-Roman antiquity

Students will study selected fictitious Greek and / or Roman prose works. «Fictitious»
are those works that do not narrate real (historical) facts but constitute literary fiction.
These works, which are related to modern-day «novels» and «novellas», vary in content
and style (romantic tales, travel narratives, humorous stories, science fiction) and may
be told in the first or the third person and in dialogue form. Although their plots are
invented, these narratives are useful sources of information on real life in the Greco-
Roman world, particularly with regard to family life and emotions, while they also
invite students to reflect on the contemporary and diachronic dimension of literary
imagination.
